ZAPTC transaction(Automated Transport Tool )  was created through module pool program to establish transports into QAC, PPR and PRD systems from DVC. It will Import all the transports into various clients such as 005, 025, 020, 400, etc., for QAC, 005, 020, 400, 023, 026 for PPR and 005 for PRD, after taking approvals from the approvers. It will also notify the transporter through email about the import. It will create various reports for waiting approval, Import list, History report requests, transports to QAC, transports to PPR and PRD etc. Z-tables were created to capture the approvals, transport details, for status codes etc. Remove copy back of client dependent objects to DVC client 025 upon approval from DVC to QAC. Upon validation of approvals required approval data is captured in Z-tables. Objects identified in table E070 as 'SYST' and not 'CUST' have been considered independent objects for the SAFARI project ‘SYST’ objects are being transported to all valid QAC clients, not only golden client 005. Many associated reports were developed to give the list of transports moved to QAC, PPR & PRD, Object list, History of the transport, Awaiting approval, Awaiting Import etc.

TREASURY: Bank Interface: 


The purpose of this interface is to upload the electronic statements received from banks for Treasury,


receives Electronic files from bank and posts the data into SAP.  Payment information is needed in SAP to check the cash position, to reconcile the bank accounts and have the payments acknowledgements. This interface is designed to upload entries from all the banks into SAP from BAI file. Validations checks  for Bank number, bank key and sending transactions will be carried out before posting to SAP.





TREASURY: Outbound interface to Chase: 


This will send the EFT (funds transfer) to Bank.  It will check for previous day’s transactions and checks the cash availability before sending the EFT transfers. 





BILLING: 


Billing includes vendor-supplied billing, manually entered billing and automated billing, Interface files read a series of translation tables for posting data, and maps to SAP legacy system. It will extract Vendor master data, Reformats the data, checks for errors, creates an error report, Downloads the data to SAP system and executes the SAP program for inbound load process. Dealer’s commissions, which are paid monthly by checks, are validated using retail and lease reports. Once validated, the checks are attached to the dealer statement. It will also check for additional incentives to dealers based on the prefix DLP or DLR. Check will be mailed to dealer.





VENDOR MASTER (OUTBOUND):


During the Vendor Master (Vendors and Dealers) process the header records were first validated, then loaded the data into the tables. Based on the process code status will be set. It will send error notification if error exists.





VEHICLE BILLING: 


This is a daily interface from the legacy Vehicle system. Updates SAP with new vehicle billing and credit transactions, updates financial records, including the customer’s accounts receivable, sales revenue, sales reduction, expense accounts and accrual accounts. Dealer holdbacks are processed together with the vehicle billing. An interface reconciliation report is created on a daily basis listing the details of the interface between the legacy system and SAP. The error details section of this report contains information for transactions not posted.





COST CENTER INTERFACE: 


The purpose of this interface is to create the output file and  mail this file as file attachment  to users to upload this data into Global Costing system. This interface extracts cost center master data for the given cost center group in the CSV format. 





INVOICE RECEIPTS AND PAYMENTS (OUTBOUND):


The purpose of this Interface is to pass Invoice Receipts and Payment information from SAFARI to NP21 for EBP process. Invoice receipt transactions (new invoices, reversal of invoices, and credit memo) and payment information will be passed on daily basis.  Payment information, which is made via EFT, Outsource checks, in-house checks and wire transfers will be sent through this interface for corresponding PO’s. linked  Tax codes through VERTEX .


SMA INTERFACES:


Developed Purchase order (PO), Purchase requisition (PR), Goods receipt (GR) Outbound to NP21. Procurements are carried out through EBP. These interfaces will help to do the payments through SAFARI and procurement through EBP.


CREDIT/REBILL:


It will re-price the vehicles, i.e. it issues a credit for the original invoice and then a new invoice at the correct price (re-bill). These transactions are processed in the Legacy vehicle system





NMAC Check printing interface (OUTBOUND from SAP AP):


It prints sorted checks according to payment type. The text data for the check, description code and the check description feeds from interface file, which uses table to print the description. It will create a remittance advice report for the detail line. Different categories of the vendor / payment type will be grouped together.





CO/PS Budget (OUTBOUND from SAFARI to NP21):


The purpose of this interface is to pass Budget amounts for Internal Orders and WBS Elements. The budget data is needed in NP21 to provide for a check against the available budget at the time of Shopping Basket creation process. While creating Shopping Basket process, it will check for available budget and if budget is not available, an error exception will be returned to the user and user will not be able to continue with the shopping basket create process.





CREDIT DEBIT MEMO FOR RETROACTIVE PRICE CHANGES:


Retroactive pricing system is maintained within the Nissan Legacy mainframe. SAP AP data will be fed back to the mainframe for this calculation. After calculation Interface sends the Retroactive pricing transactions into SAP AP transactions. Program will extract the data from inbound file and process the data to post documents using transaction ‘FB01’.





User exits:





Check Duplicate AP Invoice:


Whenever an invoice is created manually or via interface, a user exit is invoked in which a custom ABAP program checks for duplicate entries, if duplicated the program will stop the invoice creation process, otherwise continues to let the system create the invoice. It will clean the table which is updated daily with invoices and also delete invoices older than the specified retention period.


FMCV2605:


This exit enabled a Nissan to issue a manual payment to the dealer on demand. To set the original invoice amount to 0 for any manual holdback payments for the original vehicle invoices.


FMCV2606:


To set the holdback amounts to manual payment to show any manual payment transactions in the hold back statement. The manual payment amount is put in negative sign for correct settlement total calculations in the hold back statement.


RV60B601: 


NNA-LA business process requires the creation of all miscellaneous billing documents without the removal of the billing block. This was part of standard SAP, creation of billing documents is not permitted without the removal process.


Approved sales document numbers are stored in ZS06 table then sales document will be released for billing.


MV60SFZ4:


User exit checks for group approvals before assigning to billing block.


RVCOMFZZ:


User Exit for account determination. This is created to move additional fields into the communication table so that number ranges for the internal document number can be determined.


USER EXIT FILL_XKOMK2, EXIT_SAPLV60B_002: 


When transferring a document from Customizing into Accounting, the terms of payment were only transferred with date limits and percentage rates. The payment block was not forwarded nor displayed in the FI document.


EXIT_SAPLV60B_004:


After Upgrade to 4.6C it was found that sy-subrc had a value of 1 after a call to function ‘J_IBSA_COMPONENT_ACTIVE’ and caused error. User exit was invoked to correct this.
